Team Commitment Agreement
1. Scope
a. This document defines the commitment requirements for players on the Irish Masters team for the European Ultimate Championships 2011.
b. Team members are expected to abide by this agreement from the moment they are selected to the team until they have left the team at the conclusion of the principal event. This includes any return travel to Ireland undertaken with a significant portion of the team.
c. This agreement must be completed by a team member upon accepting their position with the team.  Completed agreements should be returned to the Head Coach.
2. Training
a. All members of the team must comply with the team fitness plan as provided by the Head Coach or follow a fitness plan that has been approved by the Head Coach.
b. All members of the team are required to attend all squad weekends as specified in the Team Calendar.
i. In the event a team member can not attend any squad weekend, notice must be given to the Head Coach and team Manager no less than 72 hours prior to the first scheduled element of the weekend.
c. All members of the team are required to attend regular (minimum weekly) training sessions with a club.
d. If a club’s training sessions are deemed insufficient to prepare a team member for international competition, the Head Coach, in consultation with the NSB, may work with this team member to identify an alternative training session the team member should attend.
3. Tournaments
a. In addition to the European Ultimate Championships, the team will be entering the David Cup as a warm up tournament.  All members of the team will be required to attend this competition with the team.
b. All members of the team will also be required to attend the following tournaments with their clubs:
i. FA Cup
ii. HeinekenCup
c. If any team member is part of a club that is not attending any of the above tournaments, the Head Coach, in consultation with the NSB, may work with this team member to identify an alternative club with whom they can attend the tournament.
4. Promotion/Fund Raising
a. All team members, with consideration of geographical and time constraints, are expected to participate in promotional and fundraising events as instructed by the Head Coach.
b. A minimum of seven days advance notice will be provided ahead of any promotional event.
5. Financial
a. All team members must comply with the payment schedule as provided by the Head Coach and team Manager.
b. Failure to meet any deadlines (interim or final) may result in a late fine being imposed on the team member.
c. The final balance of outstanding monies due must be paid to the national team account a minimum of two weeks prior to the final European Ultimate Championships payment deadline.
i. Any team deadlines (interim or final) following this date will no longer apply.
6. Breach of Agreement
a. Any player found to be in breach of the Team Commitment Agreement, at any time, may be removed from their team at the discretion of the Head Coach in consultation with the NSB.
b. Any player removed from the team will be required to leave and remain off all event sites.
c. Any expenses incurred by a player as a result of their removal are solely the responsibility of the removed player.
