Tournament Information:

Venue:
The games this year will be played at the Farm, UCC’s main outdoor sports venue. It is located about 10 minutes drive from the centre of town to the west of the city. There will be six pitches marked out there, with one floodlit for the final on Sunday afternoon. 4 dressing rooms with showers are available on site as well as a tearoom where food will be available. Maps and directions to the Farm are given below.

Food:

A pack of food will be given to each team at the captain’s meeting on Saturday morning at 8:20. This will have basic stuff like chocolate, sweets, bread and jam in it. Water will also be provided (and there are taps on site). Pasta and sandwiches will be on sale at a very low price (~2 or 3 euro per plate) at the tearoom. There is also a small shop within walking distance of the Farm, or better still a 24hr Tesco on the way to the pitches at Wilton Shopping Centre (see the map).

Games:

Pool games will start at 9 o’clock on Saturday morning (the schedule for Saturday is attached here too). The crossovers are also on Saturday, and each team’s quarter, semi and final is on Sunday. That’s 7 games for everyone. The games are to 13 with a one point cap after 45 minutes. The current point when the 45 minute whistle goes will be played and then the cap added onto the higher score. Teams running late will be docked 2 points for every 5 minutes beyond the start time. A representative from the winning team should report the score to the tournament HQ after the game. Regular WFDF rules apply to the games. Callahan scores don’t count: the disc is brought to the front of the end zone and played. There is no rule on the number of men/women on the field at one time but it would be good if the defensive teams were as fair as possible when choosing a line.

Parties:

The Friday night party is on in the Western Star. Visiting teams will meet their hosts and get drunk. There is a drinks deal running until 10 o’clock where drinks will be pretty cheap. There will be music and finger food as well. As far as I know last calls are at 12:30 so the place will close around 1 or 1:30.

Saturday night’s party is at the Bodega, a late bar in the centre of town (see the map). The theme of the party is movies, where each team will pick a film and dress up as characters from it. Prizes will be awarded for the best costumes, partying and sharking. We have a private section booked from 8-11 pm with a dance floor and music provided by UCC players. A DJ takes over at 11pm when the room will be accessible to the public. The venue closes at 2am (but Sunday games start early!).

Accommodation:

An accommodation spreadsheet is attached here too with your team name and host on it. This is so you know who to look for on Friday night in the pub. Find me, tell me the name of your host(s) and I’ll introduce you. Teams arriving late email me before Friday so I can give you your host’s number.

Getting to the Pitches:

The best way to get to the pitches is by car. Like I said it is about a 10-minute drive from town and is not really within walking distance. A bus also runs to within 500m of the site and has fairly regular departures. The timetable is below:

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The pitches are just beyond the last stop of the bus. The bus costs €1.25 and for getting to the pitches for a 9 o’clock start you should be getting the 07:50 or 08:10 bus. 08:30 is too late. For the four teams starting at 10:00 on Saturday the 09:15 is the latest bus to get but your hosts will most likely be gone at that stage so I suggest coming in on the earlier bus (ie 07:50 or 08:10). As you can see the first bus is at 10:00 on Sunday morning so this will not be an option. Taxi numbers are listed below and should be booked the night before. It will cost about €15 between 4 or if you call in advance you could get a people carrier with room for 7. That’s only €2 each and a much better option than the bus, even on Saturday.
