On the pitch at any one time, each team will consist of 5 players of less then 1 years experience and will have 2 players of just under 2 years experience.  

· The responsibility for keeping the score of the match lies with captains of both teams. Where possible we might have scorekeepers, but ultimately this responsibility rest with the captains.

· Time Cap: Games are 40 minutes in length.

· Soft Cap: There will be a point’s cap of 13. 

· Hard Cap: There will be a 1 point hard cap.

· At the end of time play out the current point and then add 1 to the highest score. i.e. if a game is 7- 6 at the end of time the game is played as first to 8.

· The Current WFDF Rules apply. 

· Half time will be at 7.

· Each team shall have 1 time-out per half. 

· Teams arriving late will be given a 5 minute grace period. If they have not fielded a line by then (minimum of 5 players) they will forfeit a point on the 5th minute and every 3 minutes thereafter. Should they not arrive 23 minutes (7 forfeited points) after the scheduled start time the will forfeit the match.

· Schedule

The schedule is below. Games will begin at 10:00 and finish at approx. 16:30.

With 5 teams competing, it is a round robin format. Each round has 1 team sitting. 
· DCU will sit out round 1, 

· UCD & Limerick will sit out round 2,

· DIT & NUIM will sit out round 3, 

· UCC & ITT will sit out round 4 and 

· TCD will sit out of round 5.

· Teams will have 2 sets of back to back games. 
· So there will be 2 breaks both of 50.

· The finalists play 5 games, everyone else plays 4. 
· The top 2 in the group play each other in the final 
· The winning captain is to report to the Tournament Director with score.
